“Before I had finished speaking in my heart, there was        
Rebekah coming out with her water jar on her shoulder; and 

she went down to the spring, and drew. I said to her, ‘Please 
let me drink.’ She quickly let down her jar from her shoulder, 

and said, ‘Drink, and I will also water your camels.’ So I drank, 

and she also watered the camels. Then I asked her, ‘Whose 
daughter are you?’ She said, ‘The daughter of  Bethuel,       

Nahor’s son, whom Milcah bore to him.’ So I put the ring on 
her nose, and the bracelets on her arms. Then I bowed my 

head and worshiped the Lord, and blessed the Lord, the God 

of  my master Abraham, who had led me by the right way to 
obtain the daughter of  my master’s kinsman for his son. Now 

then, if  you will deal loyally and truly with my master, tell me; 
and if  not, tell me, so that I may turn either to the right hand 

or to the left.” 

And they called Rebekah, and said to her, “Will you go with 

this man?” She said, “I will.” So they sent away their sister   

Rebekah and her nurse along with Abraham’s servant and his 
men. And they blessed Rebekah and said to her, “May you, 

our sister, become thousands of  myriads; may your offspring 
gain possession of  the gates of  their foes.”

And the servant told Isaac all the things that he had 

done. Then Isaac brought her into his mother Sarah’s tent. He 

took Rebekah, and she became his wife; and he loved her.

So I find it to be a law that when I want to do what is good, 

evil lies close at hand. For I delight in the law of  God in my      

inmost self, but I see in my members another law at war with the 

law of  my mind, making me captive to the law of  sin that dwells 

in my members. Wretched man that I am! Who will rescue me 

from this body of  death? Thanks be to God through Jesus Christ 

our Lord!
